Zeus hadHermeshammerthefirsthuman
woman—Pandora—outoftheearth.Hermesmadeherlovelyasagoddess,withthegiftof
speechtotelllies,andthemindandnatureofatreacherousdog.Athenadressedherinsilvery
clothingandtaughtherweaving;Hephaestuscrownedherwithamarvelousgoldendiadem of
animalsandseacreatures;Aphroditepouredgraceonherheadanddesireandcarestoweaken
herlimbs.
Pandorawastobethefirstofaraceofwomen,thefirstbrideandagreatmiserywhowouldlive
withmortalmenascompanionsonlyintimesofplenty,anddesertthem whentimesbecame
difficult.Hernamemeansboth"shewhogivesallgifts"and"shewhowasgivenallgifts".Never
letitbesaidthatGreekshadanyuseforwomeningeneral.BothPandoraandEvemaywell
shareasimilarsource.
